7. Registration and entry fee: 
7.1. Preliminary registration at Airtribune web page. Link here. 
7.2. Preliminary registration starts March 30, 2016, 21:00 (UTC +02:00)
7.3. Preliminary registration ends May 1, 2016, 18:00 (UTC +02:00)
7.4. After registration at Airtribune web page, a pilot gets into „waiting list“. After receiving a note „to pay“, a pilot gets into „waiting for payment“ list and has 5 work days to pay the entry fee by bank transfer. If no payment is received within 5 work days, a pilot gets back  into „waiting list“ and next pilot gets into „waiting for payment“ list. The procedure is repeated unitill all places are filled. 
7.5. Entry fee is 50 EUR till 2016-05-01, 60 EUR from 2016-05-02. 
7.6. Entry fee is paid by bank transfer to the account LT62 4010 0427 0009 1460. SWIFT AGBLLT2X, AB DNB bankas, Receiver „Aviacinio sporto klubas Stratus“, Receivers code 181616766. Name, surname, Stratus cup 2016 entry fee must be indicated in the document;
7.7. Registration is confirmed at competition place by signature.

7.8. If paid in cash at competion place, entry fee is 70 EUR;
7.9. In case competition is not cancelled, entry fee is not returned;
7.10. In case competition is cancelled due to bad weather, the prepaid entry fee is returned minus organization expenses 5 EUR;
7.11. Invoice for entry fee might be issued in case it is required;
7.12. Entry fee includes: organization, t-shirt, lunch pack, infrastructure of main camping (WC, place for tents, sauna), dinner, breakfast snack, prizes. 
8. Requirements for participants:

8.1. Participants must:
8.1.1. Hold a valid licence – ParaPro 3 or higher. To get FAI ranking points, a FAI licence is required;

8.1.2. Hold insurance of medical expenses valid in the territory of Republic of Lithuania;

8.1.3. Hold third part liability insurance valid in the territory of Republic of Lithuania;

8.1.4. Hold flying equipment, helmet, rescue, tow release, radio and GPS;
8.2. Be present at briefings;
8.3. Follow the instructions of Competition Staff. 
9. Scoring categories:

9.1. Personal:

9.1.1. general;
9.1.2. women;
9.1.3. tandard;

9.1.4. sport.

9.2. Team:

9.2.1. Teams are completed before competition. First five pilots, as per LT x-contest ranking, cannot be in the same team. Min team size 3, max team size 4 pilots (3 best results score for a team);
9.2.2. Team‘s pilots take off one after another. 
10. Schedule (might be adjusted):

10.1.1. Registration at competition place, take-off number‘s draw 9:00 – 10:30.
10.1.2. Open ceremony, elections of pilots‘ committee 10:30.
10.1.3. First briefing 11:00.

10.1.6. Submission of GPS results till 19:00.
10.2. May 8:
10.2.1. Briefing 10:30.
10.2.2. Start of competition flights 11:00.

10.2.5. Awards 19:00-19:30.
11. Take-off order:

11.1. Made by draw; 
11.2. Teams and pilots without a team make a queue;
11.3. A team‘s members take off one after another according to a presented team‘s list. 
11.4. Take-off order is coordinated by Start judge;
11.5. Take-off by passive pay-out winches, min altitude 300m. Price 6 EUR, paid to the operator; 
11.6. A participant has unlimited take-off attempts within take-off window. 
12. Tasks:
12.1. XC flights:  Elapsed Time, Race to Goal;

12.2. A task is made before start window by Chief judge and Pilots‘ committee.
13. Radio usage:

13.1. Competition safety frequency 445.100 MHz. It cannot be used for communication between pilots in a team; at least ont pilot in a team must follow this frequency;
13.2. A team uses its own frequency for communication. 
14. Retrieve:
14.1. Organized by 2 microbuses and coordinated from competition office. Payment by kilometers directly to the driver;
15. Results:
15.1. As per international GAP system with FS software;
15.2. Accepted only from GPS device, personally presented by a pilot;
15.3. Best attempt of a day counts.

16. Competition validity:
16.1. Competition is valid with at least one valid task.

16.2. Awards:

16.3. 3 best pilots awarded, in case 5 or more competitors in a category (otherwise, only a winner is awarded)::

16.4. Open class, all participating CCC, EN, DHV, etc sertified gliders;
16.5. Women;
16.6. Sport class, all gliders up to ENC;
16.7. Standard class, all gliders up to ENB;
16.8. Team class
17. Protests and penalties:
17.1. Competitor may give a protest to Competition director, in written, not later than 30 minutes after preliminary results, clearly giving the reason and rules infringed. Protest fee is 20 EUR, which is returned only if the protest is satisfied.
17.2. A pilot, having violated an airspace during a task (approched 20 m to an airspace in any direction), gets a penalty of 1% of tasks’ points per meter. Airspace violation detected by GPS data.
17.3. Cloud flying is forbidden. For cloud flying, a pilot is scored 0 for the task. A pilot is disqualified from the competition for repeated cloud flying.

18.2. Local  regulations have priority in case of contradictions between FAI rules and these regulations.
