Scoring Formula
Each day will be scored individually.
Scoring will be done using the final order determined by air tribune. The Winner will receive a number of points equal to the number of pilots that are on record as registered and paid in the league on that day (not the number of pilots that turn up on that day), second will receive 1 less point, third 2 less points and so on. The person in last will score 1 point. If more than one person bombs out, they shall all receive equal points.
The first person to leave the start cylinder will get one extra point.
In addition those who make goal will receive one additional point each.
EXAMPLE: 10 pilots compete in the league, 5 in goal, 3 bomb outs. Second fastest pilot to make goal was the first to leave the start cylinder:
1st	11(1st into goal)
2nd	11(2nd into goal=10 points, + 1 point for leaving start cylinder first)
3rd	9 (goal)
4th	8 (goal)
5th	7 (goal)
6th	5 (landed on course)
7th	4 (on course)
8th	3 (Bomb Out)
9th	3 (Bomb Out)
10th	3 (Bomb Out)

Online round
There will be 2 online tasks (OPEN and CLOSED) where any number of free flights can be submitted, your best 2 of which will be selected for scoring. 
One flight must be “Open”. The max straight line XC distance will be calculated by GPS dump (Save Log – “Greatest Distance between 2 points”). All open flights will be scored together as one “day”.
One flight must be “Closed”, scored via the Save Log – “greatest Out and return” or “greatest FAI Triangle” given by GPS Dump. All these flights will be scored together as one “day”.
Closed flights which are FAI triangles will attract a multiplier of 2. All others will be treated as straight out and returns and receive no multiplier.
All flights must take place between 14th May 2016 and 1st April 2017
Submitting a flight: Email the track log to seqldhgleague@googlegroups.com within 14 days of the flight. 
Title the Email: PILOT NAME – FLIGHT TYPE –DISTANCE CLAIMED – FLIGHT DATE
Examples:
”Noel Collins – Open – 40KM – 12 October 2016”
“Rafael Cintra – Closed – 50KM – 16 December 2016”
“Colin Rushton – Triangle – 60KM – 10 November 2016”
Provisional scores will be determined solely from the email titles. You can submit as many flights as you like (a better one will override a previous one). At the end of the year (April 1st), I’ll go through and verify each person’s best flight for scoring using GPS dump.
All flights submitted are visible to everybody on https://groups.google.com/forum/#!forum/seqldhgleague

Winners:
We will have as many tasks as we can fit into the year.
Your top 10 days will be scored. Each day is treated independently 
Scores for King posted gliders will be multiplied by 1.5. Single Surface gliders will be multiplied by 2.5
One overall winner will be declared
Sport= Any glider with a kingpost
[bookmark: _GoBack]Open = Any Topless Flex wing Glider

This scoring system may be simplistic, but the aim is to have the minimum admin work possible. Suggestions for improvement welcome!
